· We have a full set of up to date risk assessments which are reviewed annually (Review date August)

· Cathedral staff and volunteer helpers do not necessarily hold a current first aid certificate so schools must make their own arrangements.

· A pre-visit is recommended, or the Education Officer is available to visit school.

· Planning is done either by phone, email or a face to face meeting. The learning objectives are established and any issues of diversity, access and inclusion are discussed and arrangements made

· An evaluation form is used after the visit to ensure feedback on effectiveness of visit.

· Guidance is offered on preparation and post visit work along with the opportunity to borrow some of the resources as may be necessary. For example vestments may be borrowed for further work such as collective worship.

· The Cathedral has wheelchair access to all areas, except a small side chapel and the Bridge Chapel, and disabled toilet facilities are available downstairs (accessible via a lift).There are emergency toilet facilities only at the Bridge Chapel (no disabled facilities). 

· Please be aware that, during the winter months, the Cathedral may not be heated, so ensure children (especially the fragile) are well wrapped up.

· A charge of £2 per child is made with all accompanying adults free. This charge may rise slightly in the near future.

· Schools Education has one paid member of staff supported by a team of CRB checked volunteers who receive training and support as necessary via termly meetings. At this time practice and policy is also reviewed in the light of feed-back   from teachers. The post visit evaluation form enables us to ensure that the performance of all team members is monitored.

· All aspects of safety within the building have been agreed with the Cathedral Chapter and are available to view if required
